ITINERARY


Day 1 - Home City ~ Eastern Massachusetts:  Travel aboard a deluxe highway touring motorcoach to Ogunquit.  Rest and meal stops will be made periodically.    Overnight in eastern Massachusetts.  This evening we gather for dinner at a local restaurant.

Day 2 – Maine ~ Freeport ~ Bar Harbor:  Today we travel into Maine and head northeast to Bar Harbor.  Stop in Freeport and visit L.L. Bean Outlet.  Enjoy free time for shopping and lunch on own.  Later today we arrive in the resort town of Bar Harbor for a memorable two-night stay.  The beauty of sea, mountain, lake and forest made this region the summer playground for America’s wealthy during the early 20th-century.  Dinner is included with the option of Maine Lobster.

Day 3: Acadia National Park ~ Whale Watch Excursion ~ Bar Harbor at leisure:  No visit to Maine would be complete without a guided tour of its crown jewel, Acadia National Park.  Acadia features an array of stunning landscapes ranging from sandy beaches, a rare sight along Maine’s rocky northern coast, to Cadillac Mountain, the highest point on the eastern coastline of North America.  Along with Cadillac Mountain a stop will be made at Thunder Hole, a cleft in the Otter Cliffs that produces a rumbling boom from the pounding surf.  This afternoon following a lunch break we embark on an exciting sightseeing whale and puffin watching cruise.  Besides the frequent sightings of a variety of whales and puffins, other marine animals are often seen around the boat throughout our adventure.  Following our cruise enjoy the balance of the day at leisure in Bar Harbor.  This lovely town features numerous specialty shops, charming boutiques and wonderful restaurants.

Day 4 - Highway 1 ~ Musical Wonder House ~ Ogunquit, Maine:   Today we travel along the rock bound Atlantic coast to Ogunquit.  This picturesque route which winds through the quaint seaside communities of Bath, Belfast and Camden is dotted with lighthouses and lobster boats.  Enjoy a stop in the lovely town of Wiscasset and visit the Musical Wonder House which features a remarkable collection of musical boxes, pianos, phonographs, paintings and furniture.  Later this afternoon we arrive in the quaint seaside town of Ogunquit for a delightful two-night stay.  Gather for dinner at our hotel. 
Day 5 – Ogunquit ~ Kennebunkport ~ Portland: This morning we visit the affluent community of Kennebunkport.  We see the famous “Wedding Cake House” and former President Bush’s summer home.  Later today we arrive in Portland for a lunch break followed by a guided city tour.  Enjoy a stop at the Portland Lighthouse.  Return to Ogunquit for the night.
Day 6 – Portsmouth, New Hampshire ~ Bennington, Vermont:  Following breakfast we travel south to Portsmouth where we leave the Atlantic Coast and begin scenic ride across New Hampshire and into Vermont.  Later this afternoon we arrive in historic Bennington for dinner and overnight.

Day 7 – Bennington ~ Journey Home:  Today we leave New England and begin our journey home.  Rest and meal stops will be made periodically.
